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ORDINANCE NO. 52008

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 4, ARTICLE V SECTION 4-152
REGARDING HISTORIC PRESERVATION

WHEREAS, the CHARTER OF THE CITY OF ALAMOSA provides, in Articie XXII,
Section 1, for the establishment by ordinance of advisory beards not otherwise provided for in
the Charter; and

WHEREAS, the Code of Ordinances of the City of Alamosa currently establishes the
Historical Preservation Advisory Committee at Chapter 4, Article V; and

WHEREAS, Upon recommendation of the State Office of Historic Preservation and to
better meet the goals of the Council;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City
of Alamosa, Colorado, that Chapter 4, Article V be amended, as follows:

Seection 1. Amendment to Chanter 4. Article V, the Historical Preservation Advisory
Committee. Chapter 4, Article V, Section 4-152 is hereby amended to read in its entirety,
A Historic Preservation advisory comumittee is hereby established and shall consist of five members
who shall be appointed by the City Council. Members shall be qualified electors of the City of
Alamosa. To the extent possible at least two members shall be persons with special interest or
professionals in a preservation related discipline, such as design, landscape architecture, architecture
history, archeology history, planning, cultural geology, culture anthropology.

The initial board shall have two positions, having a two vear term and three positions
having a four vear term, with renewal being four years each.

The committee shall determine its officers, promulgate its operating rules, regulations,
and keep a record of all proceedings. A majority of members constituting the cormmittee at any given
time shall constitute a quorum at its meetings. Conunittee shall act in an advisory capacity and shall
make recommendations in accordance with the City’s Historic Preservation ordinance.

The Committees shall have regular meetings once a quarter. If additional meetings are needed to
meet the intent of the Historic Preservation ordinance, those meetings shall be coordinated with the

City’s Historic Preservation officer.

Section 2. Repealer. All acts, orders, ordinances, resolutions, or portions thereof in
conflict with the sections adopted in this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such

conflict,

Section 3. Recording and Authentication. This ordinance, immediately upon its passage,
shall be authenticated by the signatures of the Mayor and City Clerk, recorded in the City's Book




of Ordinances kept for that purpose, and published according to law.

Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect ten days after publication
following final passage.

Section 5. Declaration of Public Interest. This ordinance is necessary to preserve the
peace, health, safety, welfare, and to serve the best interest of the citizens of the City of Alamosa,

Colorado.

INTRODUCED, READ AND APPROVED on first reading the 17" day of September,
2008, and ordered published as provided by law with notice of a public hearing to be held for
consideration of the adoption of said ordinance on the Ist day of October, 2008, at 7:00 pu, or as
soon thereafter as the matter may be heard, or on such subsequent date to which the public
hearing or Council consideration may be continued.
